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Neighborhood Update: Many Exciting Things Happening at University of St. Francis





	The Rialto City Center campus grand opening was a success with about 400 people attending. Gji's Sweet Shoppe, a new downtown Joliet business, supplied the treats; flowers were from Oosterhoff & Son, a longtime Farmer's Market vendor. Students and employees are riding a new USF Shuttle to the downtown campus and Health and Wellness Center. USF is having a contest to name the shuttle.


 	Over the summer, 74 parking spaces were added at the main campus and a parking plan was adopted in an effort to ease night parking by resident students in the neighborhood.


 	The house on Plainfield Road has been used by the fire department for training. It is scheduled for abatement work and will be taken down by mid November. Empty lots owned by the university have been seeded.


 	The university is working on the next phase of its campus master plan and is looking at options for potential student housing, a field house, science building and parking. USF will also sponsor, for the fourth consecutive year, the Light Up the Holidays parade, the day after Thanksgiving in downtown Joliet. All are invited. CAPA’s Residential Rental Project





	CAPA’s recommendations, including fee increases to cover the cost of Neighborhood Services functions, fine increases to encourage better compliance with rental standards, targeted inspections of a higher proportion of single family rentals, crime-free lease addendums or clauses, and other matters, awaits a third review by the City Council’s Land Use Committee.  


	Meanwhile, the implementation of crime-free lease clauses has spread in the last two years to a number of neighboring municipalities in the suburbs of Chicago.  News-paper reports suggest that the use of such clauses--  which stipulate that tenants who commit crimes will be evicted-- has led to significant reduction in police calls to rental apartment buildings. The CAPA president and the Zoning Coordinator met with the Police Chief, his deputy and Lt. Tab Jensen two weeks ago to explore making Joliet’s existing crime-free lease addendum mandatory rather than suggested, as it is now. We expect to have a follow-up meeting within a few weeks.











FYI: What’s Going on in the Cathedral Area





704 Western Fence:


As City Manager Tom Thanas described in our July meeting, the City of Joliet filed a case against the owners of 704 Western. The owners were issued summonses to appear on September 22. Their lawyer appeared on their behalf and pleaded “not guilty.” As a result a pre-trial hearing is to be held October 27 at 1:30 p.m. at which time a date for trial will be set.





915 Jefferson Tattoo Parlor:


On Monday, September 14 at the Pre-Council meeting the City Council, after hearing from the tattoo parlor’s proprietor and his current landlord, and at the urging of the proprietor, the City Council voted 5 to 3 with one abstention to deny the proprietor’s application for a Special Use Permit to allow him to set up shop at 915 Jefferson. City staff reversed its earlier position and this time recommended against the Special Use Permit on the grounds that the proprietor reneged on an earlier agreement to close the shop no later than 10:00 p.m., and to refrain from using neon signs and painted windows as advertising devices.  





915 Jefferson Day Care Center:


The proprietor of a day care center on Center Street is applying for a Special Use Permit to open a day care center at 915 Jefferson. The matter is on the agenda for the Zoning Board of Appeals meeting on October 15 at 1:30 p.m.  The CAPA Board has decided we will indicate no objection to the day care center from the standpoint of effect on quality of life and property values in the Cathedral Area, and we will leave to experts on the matter whether a busy commercial street is appropriate for such an enterprise.





406 Nicholson upzoning:


The owner of the single-family occupancy building applied some months ago to upzone it to two-unit. His application was turned down by the Zoning Board of Appeals, by the Plan Commission and by the City Council. He has filed a lawsuit against the City of Joliet to overturn the decision. A status hearing is set for November 2. A date for a trial will be set at that time or thereafter.

Jefferson Street Miscellaneous Inquiries:


Inquiries were received from St. Pat’s neighbors living near Jefferson Street regarding the new “Joliet Stock Yard” meat market just west of Truth Restaurant at 810-1/2 Jefferson and occupying a portion of a private residence at the corner of Jefferson and Manor.  





A separate inquiry concerned the relatively new “Sylvia’s” beauty parlor further west at 820 Jefferson. The inquiry was whether the beauty parlor was permitted to be open late, with the observation that it is often open past midnight. No complaints were raised about noise or other such problems, just the question about late hours. The City Zoning office has informed us that both businesses conform to the applicable zoning for that area and that there are no hours limitations on beauty parlors.
