   	The Housewalk Committee has started work on our 2010 walk. We still have our three volunteer homes at 420 Whitney Court, 1207 Taylor and 1210 Taylor and the All Saints Greek Orthodox Church. Some of the things we were discussing involve changing the date from June to August 29 or September 19. One reason is the Taste of Joliet is now on that weekend. If anyone has any thoughts on those dates, feel free to talk to one of the Board members. 


The other possibility we discussed was to just show the first floor. We would give the home owner the choice of showing their whole house or just the first floor. Hopefully this would open more homes to the Housewalk. If this becomes more popular, then we would need more homes each year. We did the first floor only on the 10th anniversary of the Housewalk with 10 homes that were previously shown in the first ten years.

CAPA MEMBERSHIP DRIVE





	In the upcoming months, CAPA will embark on a membership drive that will increase the membership count by at least 50 percent, resulting in more than 400 members. To reach this goal, we need the participation of existing members to organize and execute this drive. A committee is being formed now to discuss new ways to attract homeowners into joining CAPA.


 There are many perks to being a CAPA member. One of the most important reasons is CAPA’s mission, to preserve, maintain and promote the Cathedral Area. Street improvements, historic lighting, signage and artwork were made possible with CAPA’s collaboration with the City of Joliet. Many homeowners have taken advantage of CAPA’s Streetscape Grant Program to help improve and beautify their houses. 


Monthly meetings are held at First Presbyterian Church to discuss important issues within the neighborhood including zoning and ordinance enforcement and neighborhood safety. Important informational seminars are also provided.


CAPA also provides free advertising for events, such as the Neighborhood Garage/Yard Sale and Housewalk, which draws many visitors to the community. CAPA also provides its members an enjoyable block party in the summer and annual membership dinner in the winter.


There are many reasons to become a member of CAPA, but we are looking for more ideas to attract those who may be unfamiliar with all that CAPA has to offer. One idea the committee is looking into is offering a local discount card to new and existing members. This card would be good at local businesses to save members money, but also promote businesses in the Cathedral Area.

In addition, he serves as CAPA’s link to the City’s Department of Neighborhood Services to report problems Cathedral Area residents have with neighborhood rental properties or tenants. The objective is to try to preserve the stable residential character of the Cathedral Area that comes from the preponderance of properties being occupied and cared for by their owners.
