	The Prairie is one of the few indigenous American styles of architecture. Originated in Chicago by Frank Lloyd Wright and Louis Sullivan, it had a major  impact on domestic architecture in the Midwest between 1900 and 1920. The style as started by Frank Lloyd Wright utilized symmetrical rectangular forms.  


	A typical example of this is the S.R. Knott House at 615 Western (1912). The Wilhelmi House at 415 Western (1918) is quite unique in that the façade is dominated by a 1 story Neoclassical semi-circular portico.


	Six additional examples of the Prairie style are located at 609 Campbell St. (1910), 709 Campbell St (1907), 711 Campbell St. (1907), 508 Western Ave. (1910), 612 Western Ave. (1908) and 623 Western Ave. (1922).

A Letter from Joliet’s Chief of Police to CAPA President Rebecca Darley� �    	I cannot stress enough the need for your CAPA members to contact the police whenever they see a need. We are just an extension of the community, and we all live in the community we serve. � 	There's an old saying, "If there is doubt, then there is no doubt." If your CAPA members think something doesn't look right, then it probably isn't right. � 	We need to know about your members suspicions of potential drug dealers, and other quality of life issues, like loud music and people loitering (possible gang activity).� 	In addition to the previously conducted covert narcotics investigation on 255 N. Prairie, the following actions have been initiated by the Joliet Police Department:� 1.) Increase high visibility uniform police patrols in the Cathedral area including foot, bicycle, and T-3 (Segway) patrols,� 2.) Deployment of a special traffic detail to the Cathedral Area with an emphasis on addressing loud music complaints, including towing violator’s vehicles.� 3.) Continued covert narcotics investigation by the Joliet Narcotics Unit directed specifically at street level dealers, and their 'safe-houses'.� 	As you are aware, Officer Pat Blatti is the NOPT officer assigned to the Cathedral Area, and works the 6:00 p.m. to 2:00 a.m. shift based upon number of calls for service. In addition, Officer Blatti works the majority of weekends to better serve your needs. � 	Because Officer Blatti does not work 24/7, there will be times when other officers are assigned to respond to your problems. 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	ZONING UPDATE


Recently 406 Nicholson petitioned the city to change the zoning of this single family home to allow a two unit (R3). The issue worked its way through the Planning Commission, Zoning Board and finally the Joliet City Council.  I am happy to report that the upzoing was unanimously denied.  Each time it came before the city, we were there in opposition. Over the past several decades, 529 homes in the Cathedral Area have been downzoned. This is quite an accomplishment thanks to the collaboration between CAPA and City of Joliet.
